GENERAL INFORMATION

A. AWARDS

Six golf polos will be given out to the first and second place teams in each division.

One award will be given to the high point person in the league. The high point person will be based on the average points per match of each
player (minimum of 7 matches played).

One award to the high point person on each team based on the average points per match (excluding the league high point person; minimum of 7
matches played).

One award to the person with the lowest average gross score (minimum of 7 matches played).

B. LEAGUE PLAY

1.

League play will begin Monday, May 2 and extend through Monday, August 22.

2. There will be no matches on Monday, May 30 and Monday, July 4.

C. TEAMS

1. Four players constitute a team. For matches, the four will be arranged by handicap - lowest to highest - with the following adjustments:
a. Identical handicaps - Team captain of home team shall call the order.
b. Peoria players - Team captain of home team will call the order.
c. Forfeits — May be placed anywhere in the line-up by forfeiting team.

2. Inthe event both teams are forfeiting a position, the forfeits will be placed opposite one another.

D. LINE-UPS

1. Please check-in with the pro shop no later than 15 minutes before your scheduled tee time.

2. Please report line-ups as early as possible.

3. Teams listed second on the schedule are the home team and must declare their line-up first in case of dispute.

4.  Pairings will be determined by the home team..

E. MATCH
1.  Ifaplayer does not report in, the forfeit shall result in a 0-6 score in favor of the player forfeited to.
2. Ifaplayer is late reporting in, they may join the foursome at the next tee, with the first hole being a forfeited hole and the total score going to the
opposing player.
3. Ifaplayer does not complete nine holes, their opponent wins each of the remaining holes, plus total score.

F. GREEN FEES

All green fees must be paid to the Pro Shop before playing. The scorecard will be issued to the home team when all green fees are paid.

G. HANDICAPS

Every player will begin as a Peoria with their previous year’s handicap as a guide.

Handicaps will be the average of the player's best two of their last three rounds in the league.

For handicapping purposes, scores of forfeited or practically forfeited matches will not be considered.

All scores over triple bogey will be adjusted to triple bogey when computing handicaps.

Players without a handicap will be handicapped using the Peoria System.

Two rounds must be played before a player can establish a handicap.

A player may not receive more than one stroke per hole, or more than nine strokes per match, regardless of the differences in handicaps.
