Fred H. Rohr founded Rohr Aircraft Corp. in 1940 and settled on 10 acres along Chula
Vista's San Diego bay in February 1941.  Chula Vista's population increase from 4,000
in 1940 to 30,000 in 1955 was attributed in large part to Rohr Aircraft's growth.

From the beginning, the Rohr Aircraft Company was an industry leader.  The 60s and 70s
highlighted Rohr's new and diverse product lines and expansions.  The 80s and 90s brought
new customers, contracts, and facilities.  In 1997, Rohr became a wholly-owned subsidiary
of The BF Goodrich Company, which renamed itself Goodrich Corporation in 2001 to
accentuate its focus on aerospace.

With a rich history spanning nearly 70 years of innovation, Goodrich Aerostructures is
the leading independent supplier and integrator of nacelle, pylon and flight control surfaces
and the partner of choice for large commercial, regional jet and military aircraft customers
around the world.
