Open Space
and the MSCP

Chula Vista is fortunate to have diverse natural landscapes—

wetlands at the bayfront, the Sweetwater and Otay Rivers to

the north and south, and mountains and lakes to the east.

These landscapes support habitats for not only rare and

endangered species such as the California gnatcatcher,

Arroyo toad, and the Otay tarplant; but also coyotes
and red-tailed hawks.

Working with Federal and State agencies, the
City has set aside over 9,000 acres of these
sensitive habitats as permanent open space
through its Multiple Species
Conservation Program (MSCP).

By making your yard or garden
nature-friendly, you can help
these open spaces remain
healthy and pristine!
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Flyway Cities Coalition’s
Top 10 Native Plants
They’re easy to grow, they're
fire resistive, and they support
wildlife! Examples include:

1 California Coffeeberry
This evergreen shrub is
drought-tolerant and attracts
butterflies.

2 California Wild Lilac

This shrub has fragrant,
beautiful flowers that attract
insects and hummingbirds.

3 Toyon

Flowers and red berries
provide a feast for insects and
birds all year!

4 Bush Monkeyflower
Flowers can bloom nearly all
year long, adding beauty to
your yard.

5 Dwarf Coyote Bush

Great for groundcover or
slope stabilization—and adds
some green, too!

It's a natural and inexpensive way to
bring nutrients to your yard!
